For over 5000 years, the unmatched beauty & serenity of the Himalayas has attracted

man. Adventurists and brave hearts have time and again knocked at its door to savour its rich
natural diversity. Some have ventured alone while others have marched as a group. However,
travelling on dangerous mountains requires not only courage and hard work but also concrete
plans and strategies. Keeping similar thoughts in mind, an employee of Metal & Steel factory,
Ishapore, Shri Kiriti Bhusan Sen assembled with like minded but scattered individuals of the
same organization who at different times, either individually or with few others go on such
adventures routinely. What came to Shri Sen’s mind was if such people were assimilated & work
together for a common cause, expeditions on a larger scale with less risk and financial strain
would be possible. Thus, with a common agenda in mind Ordnance Factory Trekkers was
established on 19th March, 1975.

The Founding Members of the club were Shri Kiriti Bhusan Sen, Late Sabitri Kiran
Bandyopadhyay, Late Debratra Sinha, Amal Kumar Bandyopadhyay, Shri Amitava Chowdhury,
Shri Amiya Kumar Ghosh, Shri Arun Kumar Ghosh, Late Chandan Kumar Mitra, Shri Sadhan
Chandra Ghosh, Shri Tarun Kumar Dasgupta, Shri Dilip Kumar Saha, Shri Tamonas Das, Shri Sushil
Kumar Kargupta, Shri K.R. Bhattacharyya, Shri Chandrakanta Modok, Shri S.M. Dey, Shri Protip
Kumar Chattopadhyay, Late Biswanath Dutta, Shri R.K.Bhattacharya, Shri Anil Kumar Manna,
Shri Bhanu Pada Roy Sarkar, Shri Dilip Kumar Kundu, Shri Sambhu Nath Kar, Shri Sudhir
Karmakar and Shri Narayan Chandra Pramanick. Shri Kiriti Bhusan Sen was named as the first
Secretary of the Ordnance Factory Trekkers.

We are and forever will be grateful to Shri Debrabata Sen, then General Manager,
Metal & Steel Factory, Ishapore not only limited himself to just offering advice and moral
support but also provided some essential mountaineering equipments needed to run such an
organization such as ten Feather sleeping bags, ten Ruck Sacks, four high altitude tents, etc.

Our Club Voyage started as a branch of Metal & Steel Factory : Sports committee. In this
regard we were fully supported by then prominent union leader and member of Works
Committee Late Ghanteswar Goswami. Though later on the Club was registered under the
Societies Act of the Government of W.B. and started functioning independently. The Club is also
eternally grateful to another prominent labour leader Shri Sudhir Chandra Bhattacharyya, whose
earnest efforts got the club to be recognized by the Director General of Ordnance Factories.

In the following period, taking a cue from Ordnance Factory Trekkers, many such
mountaineering clubs were established in different factories. The Ordnance Factory Promotion
Board gives an annual grant to these clubs facilitating their functioning.

During the early days, the club undertook several high altitude peak expeditions. But the
club’s govering body realised the lack of trained mountaineers. Keeping that in mind the club
started its very own Rock Climbing Course with the help of Shreerampur Climbers Group who
provided instructors & equipments. Later on, the club self-sufficiently ran its rock climbing
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course in various parts of West Bengal such as Sushunia, Joychandi, Mathaburu and
Bihar’s Dumuria. Till date the club has successfully organised 35 rock climbing courses and 29
mountaineering expeditions. In addition to the above, the club has launched numerous high-
altitude trekking programmes ranging from Mansarovar to the distant Himalayan paths along
the Nepal border, Rupsu to remote areas in South Sikkim, Himachal Pradesh & Jammu &
Kashmir. Our adventure enthusiasts have just not been limited to the mountains. Answering the
call of the seas, they travelled from Gangasagar, Odhisa, Andhra Pradesh, Telengana to reach
Kerela’s coastline undertaking a courageous Coastal Trekking programmes. One of the biggest
strengths of Ordnance Factory Trekkers is the vast pool of experienced mountaineers having
undertaken expeditions from Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand to Sikkim
bringing not only honour and pride to our club but also being recognized as the Best
Mountaineering club in W.B. by the Indian Mountaineering Foundation. As a result of its
achievements, Ordnance Factory Trekkers became an Ex-Officio Member of the Indian
Mountaineering Foundation in 1997.

Many of our founders may not be with us today but there contributions still linger on
through the club’s achievement and its spirit.Today we carry forward their legacy through a
mixture of experience and youth and aim to create more success in the future.

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TREK TO BAGINI GLACIER & VALLEY OF FLOWERS-HEMKUND SAHIB

On 11-06-2011 with the blessings of our members and well wishers, we

the 12 participating members of Ordnance Factory Trekkers, Metal &
Steel Factory, Ishapore started from Howrah station at 8-35 p.m. by 1300
UP Doon Express for our ensuing Trekking Expedition “BAGINI GLACIER &
VALLEY OF FLOWERS-HEMKUND SAHIB”. At about an hour late, we
reached Hardwar Station at 6-13 a.m.. From Hardwar we availed Bus for
Chamoli and from there we travelled by jeep to Joshimath and stayed at

Sailaja Gest House near Bhabishya Keder Temple.

On 14-06-2011 our guide Sri Lakpat Sing Bist of Mandoli village did not
meet us and we tried to trace him with our all efforts but in vain. At last, we contracted Mr.
Dinesh Singh Rana, of “Grand Adventure”, a professional Agency. He had arranged for Guide,
Mule and Cook and completed other formalities such as permission from Forest Deptt. etc. We
completed our local marketing, packing etc and were ready to move on the next day.

On 15-06-2011, in the morning at 9-45 a.m. we started for Juma village. The
condition of road was not so good. The Mule man, Mr. Gobind Singh was present there with
three Mules. We loaded the entire luggage on the mules and proceeded at 1-00 p.m. to Ruing
village. The surrounding of the area and the road were matchless and its majestic beauty was a
feast for the eyes and we were surprised. We pitched tents outside the village in the beautiful
grassy field near Dhouli Ganga.

On 16-06-2011 at 7-34 a.m. we set out for Donagiri village through a forest.
Dhouli Ganga was on our left side and we proceeded to the east. At about 2-30 p.m. we reached
Donagiri village. A land slide had destroyed the conventional road for about one Km. When we
arrived on the spot, it was full of small pieces of stones which were rolling down frequently and
spreading ash. Though the moving space was very narrow yet we crossed the area very
cautiously. We stayed at Panchayat Bhavan for nominal charges. Village Donagiri is a large
village. Cultivation and Husbandry is the main occupation of the villagers. The villagers are very
humble as well as gentle and some are educated. Their children are taking education from
Gopeshwar, Chamoli and Dehradun. There is a primary school in the village. There we availed of
a Satelite phone. A guest house is under construction in west side of the village.

On 17-06-2011 in the morning the weather was not favourable. Entire sky was
covered with dark clouds. Heavy shower had taken place overnight. In the morning it was still
drizzling. We could not decide whetherto move or not.After discussion between senior
members and guide we decided to move for our next destination Bagini Khark. At about 9-00
a.m. we started for Bagini Kharkwhen rain has eased a little. After half an hour of trekking we
reached the ridge of rock of Donagiri village and then we trekked to the Bagini Nala through
downward roads. After a few minutes we reached and crossed the Bagini Nala. There all the
members and Guide assembled. The next phase of the road was very narrow and on the right
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side there was a deep Gorge. After discussion, we decided to precede this way one by one.
Slowly but steadily we crossed that area extending about two kms. Before reached a plain
Grassy Top. We took rest there for ten minutes and located our next route. We moved ahead on
a Grassy land and crossed two small nala. After 20 minutes trekking we reached another grassy
land just like a small Bugial named Nanga Toli. Thereafter we reached a Boulder zone. We
proceeded to south gradually. The route was open but full of ups and downs, so it took much
time. The Bagini Nala was then on our right. After three hours trekking through Boulder zone,
we reached again the bank of Bagini nala and crossed it at 2.30 p.m. Heavy rain had set in. We
were completely drenched. Then Bagini nala was flowing on our left side. 10 feet distance was
not visible due to heavy shower. We proceeded very cautiously. When we crossed lower Bagini
rain ceased. We reached Bagini Kharak about 4.30 p.m. and then arrived at upper Bagini at 5.00
p.m. and pitched our tents. Everybody was very tried.

On 18-06-2011, in the morning we woke at 5.30 a.m. Members and our guide
Sri Dharmendar Singh moved to the Glacier point at 6.30 a.m. After trekking 30 minutes we
reached at Glacier point. It was a magnificent beauty. We halted there for a while to enjoy the
natural beauty. There was a clear beckon to enjoy the same to the downwards, there was the
wide Bagini Glacier and on the top all the Peaks were found scattered in semi-circle. Such as
Hardwal, Rishikund, Kalanka, in far behind one of these beautiful spots and then returned to
Base camp and reached at 7.50 a.m. The sky cleared for a moment and we observed the Hati
Parbat and one part of the Ghori parbhat on the East side from our Camp site. Again the cloud
and the mist covered the sky. After winding up the camp we headed for Donagiri village and
reached 2.30 p.m.

On 19-06-2011, we started at 8.25 a.m. and reached Ruing village at 11.25 a.m
and than Juma at 1.30 p.m. Our agent had already been informed from Donagiri village over
satellite phone.On 20-06-2011, we all took rest.

On 21-06-2011, We preceded through the 1% route through Ringi village. It was
nine kms and comparatively even. After an hour trekking we reached a beautiful village, Ringi.
The villagers are very cooperative. We proceeded through forest and beautiful way. At 11.30
a.m. we reached Subayan village (villagers are called Bhabishya Badri village). It is a large village.
We proceeded through cornfield and at 1.40 p.m. we reached Bhabishya Badri temple. The
temple is very small and low and is built by wood and stone in the deep forest. We entered in
the temple and worshiped Lord Bishnu. No priest was there. Only two monks were present
there in a hut besides the temple. We did not disturb them. We observed the image on a big
stone. Now it is a very clear image of Lord Bishnu. We were very delighted to see the image and
also touched the feet of the image. After half an hour we returned to Subanaya village and also
saw Bhabishya Badri temple in the middle of the village which was established by Sankaracharya
1500 years ago. This temple was larger than other temple and the pattern is like the Kedarnath
Temple. The name of the priest is ‘DIMRI’. We heard the story of this temple from him. Then we
returned Joshimath another route Saldhara.

On 22-06-2011 we started to Gobind at 8.00 a.m. and reached there at 8.45
a.m. and then proceeded to Ghangria. At about 5.00 p.m. we reached Ghangria via Pulna,
Bhuinder village. The road was very rough, built by pieces of stones. A huge crowd, mainly
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Shikhs proceeded with us for Hemkund Shaib. We tried to stay at Gurudwara, services camp,
Army Unit etc. But we failed. The huge rush was at Ghangria. Hotel charges and the cost of food
was undoubtedly high. It was beyond expectation. At last we booked one room only in a hotel
with the Rs. 10,000/- for one night.

On 24-06-2011 we started for Joshimath and stayed at Hotel Nanda Devi. We Booked
our Bus Ticket for Hardwar for the next morning.

On 25-06-2011 at 4.00 O’clock we started for Hardwar and Reached at 2.30 p.m. and
stayed at Bholagiri Asram. Our return ticket was on 30-06-2011. But we tried return to Kolkata
as early as possible.We managed to get tickets and returned Kolkata on 30-06-2011 early in the
morning and joined our duty on 01-07-2011.

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Leaders Report of Mt. DeoTibba in Himachal Pradesh

During 30/08/2014 to 21/09/2014

After four years, Ordnance Factory Trekkers, Metal & Steel Factory, Ishapore were

able to come up with the financial support and organize a mountaineering Expedition thanks to
all the members of the club as well as our authority.

The club had chosen Peak Mt.Deo Tibba (6001mtrs) in Himachal Pradesh during the
period from 30/08/2014 to 21/09/2014 (24days). Our president SHRI NAVNEET KUMAR
VARSHNEY, Sr. General Manager, Metal & Steel Factory handed over the National Flag to the
Team Leader, Shri Subhrendu Bhowal and blessed us in the presence of officers, employees,
representatives of Unions and Associations, on 28/08/2014 in the morning.

The Participating Members were: a) Shri Subhrendu Bhowal (Leader) b) Shri Subrata
Mondal c) Shri Subrata Pramanick d) Shri Swarnendu Banerjee e) Shri Prakash Kujur f) Shri
Subhajit Roy g) Shri Rati Kanta Hemram h) Shri Bikash Roy. Also Shri Denadrup Sherpa, Shri
Zupthree Sherpa, Shri Govinda Bahadur was our HAP.

The Team left Howrah on 30/08/2014 by Kalka Mail at 7.40 P.M. Club members and
their family members as well as sister clubs were present on that day to show their support to
us. Photographs were taken in the station with the expedition Banner.

01.09.2014 At 3:45 A.M, our team got down at Chandigrah Railway Station, and caught
a Bus to Chandigrah Bus Stand No.43. The Bus started at 5:15A.M towards Manali, & we
reached at Manali Bus Stand at 4:30Pm. Porters carried luggage to Lahhsa Hotel. We enquired of
them of persons who had gone to Mt. Deo Tibba. The members had dinner at ASHABARI.

02.09.2014. After having breakfast we arranged for Gas from Manali as well as Kerosine
oil for the upper Camp from Manali. Permission was taken from ADM. We informed Manali
Police Station about our program. Mules, ration, vehicles, vegetable, groceries, etc was
completed that day itself.

03.09.2014. We left Manali at 8:30 A.M for Jagatsukh. We submitted our documents at
khonnol check post andmoved reached Barahazari at 10:30 A.M . There is a Hydral power
project, We were to receive the mules from there but the agency informed us that their guy
had fallen ill and was unable to meet us that day. Because of the project there was no
accomodation in the area and the team spent the whole night out in the open near a telephone
booth.

04.09.2014 At 8.00 A.M. mules came to Barahazari. The team loaded their ration and
luggage on the mules and moved for the next destination, Chikka. We trekked through flower
blooms and deep forests. At 11:30 we reached chikka. Accommodation was there for the
trekkers. We stayed there that day .

05.09.2014 It had been raining since last night rain but it slowed in the morning. The
team moved out at 7: 30 A.M for Serri covered in raincoat /umbrella/ and plastic sheets.We
crossed rivers, deep forests, flower patches & boulders. At around 4:30 P.M we reached Serri
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Transit Camp after a near 7 hour trek. All members were wet. It had statrted raining
again .06.09.2014. it rained throughout the day. So team stayed at Serri.

07.09.2014, As weather improved slightly, we left for Serri at 8:00 A.M. for the next
destination i.e. the Base Camp at Chandratal at a height 14,500ft. We got a nala and crossed
over the chilled water just 100 metres from serri transit camp and then moved upwards and
downwards came in TENTA Nala. Rain was already falling & members are moving with
umbrella/plastic sheet and crossed one by one to Base Camp way. We reached the base camp
at 5:30 P.M. The surrounding of the base camp was covered with cloud and fog.

08.09.2014 Members gave puja in the base camp Temple. Then we had breakfast and
prepared the ration and equipment distribution was done for the upper camp. Some members
went for load ferry, rope fixation for camp —I. Rest of the members checked their equipments
and practiced. After 12-30 P.M. .snowfall began.

09.09.2014 6 members ,Sherpa, HAP, moved towards Camp —I. After sometime, Shri
Subrata Pramanick came back to Base Camp due to knee pain. Shri Subhajit Roy and Shri Bikash
Roy received him there.

10.09.2014 As per decision of the team Shri Praksh Kujur moved to camp —I| alongwith
with HAP. He left Base Camp at 8:30 A.M. Shri Bikash Roy, Shri Subhajit Roy, Shri Subrata
Pramanick stayed at Base Camp. And members of Camp -I went for load ferry, fixed rope and
accalamatization for camp —Il and back .

11.09.2014.Team members moved towards summit Camp-Il, but due to bad weather
members could not reach target point. After a seven hour trek they pitched Camp-Il just half an

hour back.
12.09.2014 Members were ready to move out at 4 A.M but due to bad weather they
couldn’t proceed. At 7:00 A.M team Members moved towards camp —lll for their next

destination and after two and a half hours,with the support of zummer members occupied
Camp-lll at 9:30 A.M. Weather was fully cloudy and foggy.

13.09.2014. Early morning team moved for the summit but clouds covered the area but
the members went through that weather and scaled the peak of Mt. Deo Tibba at 12:28P.M.
and returned to Summit Camp in the evening.

14.09.2014 Team came downfrom the summit Camp at 8:00 A.M and reached Base
Camp at 8:30 P.M. As per prior agreement mule scheduled were present on 14/09/2014.

15.09.2014 After Base Camp Cleaning the team moved from Chandratal at 9:30 A.M.
towards Barahazari Power Project and the mules were released. Shri Swarnendu Banerjee, Shri
Subrata Mondal, Shri Rati Kanta Hemram, two shepras and HAP reached Barahazari at 6:30
P.M. After communication with the transport person, they came to Lhasa Hotel with
equipments and rest of the members stayed at Chhika.

16.09.2014 The Chhikka members came down to Barahazari and communicated with
members who had made arrangement of vehicle. The members reached Lhasa Hotel at 2:30 PM.

17.09.2014 We paid the balance payment of the Mule agency, and Gas Cylinder to Shop.
Then we booked bus seats for Chandigrah Bus Stand, submitted photos of the success of
Expedition and invited others for dinner.
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18.09.2014 we left Manali at 9:15 A.M and came to Chandigrah Bus Stand at 8:00 P.M.
and hired a 707 truck for Chandigrah Railway Station.

19.09.2014 At 12:45 A.M we left from Chandigrah by Kalka Mail and reached Howrah at
8:00 A.M. on 20/09/2014.

20.09.2014 some members went to their homes while two members came to Salt lake
Yuba Bharati Kriyangaon for depositing the hired Equipments at 1:30 P.M. After completing the
work they reached their house at 04:00 P.M.
